Mission of the Month: Chain Foundation was set up to deal with the high number
of children who were left orphaned in Uganda and to assist with the health and
education of others in the area. Today, the Chain Foundation have a Home for
Children, farms which help make produce to keep the foundation self-sufficient and
schools for all ages and abilities including the blind.
